SCHOOL-PARENT COMPACT

School Responsibilities

The        Joseph Williams Elementary School        will:
1.  Provide high-quality curriculum and instruction in a supportive and effective learning environment that enables the participating children to meet the State’s student academic achievement standards as follows:

Reading, Writing, and Mathematics will be incorporated into Science and Social Studies topics.  A ninety-minute period of reading instruction will be provided all students utilizing a research based program.  A sixty-minute period of mathematics instruction will be provided integrating the Next Generation Sunshine State Standards.  Daily instruction in writing will be integrated into the thematic studies with project-based lessons utilizing technology as a tool.

2.  Hold parent-teacher conferences (at least annually in elementary schools) during which this compact will be reviewed as it relates to the individual child’s achievement.  Specifically, those conferences will be held:

During the afternoon and evening of the end of the first nine- week grading period to pick up the first report card and at the end of the school year to discuss the final report card and FCAT scores (other dates and times as needed).
3.  Provide parents with frequent reports on their children’s progress.  Specifically, the school will provide reports as follows:

A formal report card will be provided at the end of each nine weeks grading period.  In addition, an interim report will be sent home every four and one half weeks.  Student planners will  be utilized daily in Grades 1-5 with home/school folders utilized in Kindergarten.

4.  Provide parents reasonable access to staff.  Specifically, staff will be available for consultation with parents as follows:

The administration and staff support an “Open Door” policy for access to our school and staff.  However, an appointment should be made for formal conferences during the teacher’s planning period or after school.

5.  Provide parents opportunities to volunteer and participate in their child’s class, and to observe classroom activities, as follows:

A volunteer interest survey will be sent home during the first week of school.  Needs of teachers and staff will be posted on the family volunteer bulletin board.  Parents will be matched to staff needs.  A volunteer coordinator will facilitate this process.

Parent Responsibilities

We, as parents, we will support our children’s learning in the following ways:

1.   I will support my child’s academic efforts by:
· Establishing a time for reading, spelling, and math homework and reviewing  it daily
· Reading with my child and letting my child see me read each day.
· Encouraging my child’s efforts and being available for question.
· Receiving and signing my child’s planner daily

2.  I will support my child’s school by:
· Volunteering my time
· Supporting the school in its efforts to maintain proper discipline
· Making sure the school has up-to-date emergency phone numbers and correct addresses
3.  I will show my child the value of education by:
· Seeing that my child attends school regularly and is on time. School begins at 7:35!
· Reading any daily notices, the monthly newsletter, and parent involvement calendar
·  Seeing that my child is well rested and eats healthy meals and snacks
Student Responsibilities  

We, as students, will share the responsibility to improve our academic achievement and achieve the State’s high standards.  


1.  In school, I will:

· Follow all school and classroom rules
· Use my student planner provided by the school for keeping up with assignments
· Be actively engaged in learning by listening, paying attention, participating, following directions, trying my best, and asking questions.
2.  Out of school, I will:

· Do my homework every day and ask for help when I need it
· Give all school notices and information to my parent or guardian everyday 

· Read at least 20-30 minutes every day outside of school time

Additional Required School Responsibilities 

The        Joseph Williams Elementary School        will:

1. Involve parents in the planning, review, and improvement of the school’s parental involvement policy, in an organized, ongoing, and timely way.

2. Involve parents in the joint development of any school wide program plan, in an organized, ongoing, and timely way.

3. Hold an annual meeting to inform parents of the school’s participation in Title I program.
